The proposed motion would confirm the appointment of Sgt. Daniel Nelson, who resides in council district nine, to the King County mental health advisory board, as the law enforcement representative, for a partial term expiring June 30, 2017.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for council consideration and approval the appointment of Sgt. Daniel Nelson (Proposed Motion 2015-0456) to the King County mental health advisory board, for a partial term expiring June 30, 2017.

BACKGROUND 

Ordinance 18170 created the King County behavioral health advisory board and caused the expiration of and termination of the duties of both, the existing mental health advisory board and the alcoholism and substance abuse administrative board.  Pursuant to Ordinance 18170 the behavioral health advisory board shall act in an advisory capacity to the executive on behavioral health policy, programs and services.  The new board shall serve and function as the mental health advisory board pursuant to RCW 71.24.300 and the alcoholism and other drug addiction board pursuant to RCW 70.96A.300 until such a time as the statutory references to those boards are repealed.  Ordinance 18170 takes effect on April 1, 2016.  The mental health board will be sunset on March 31, 2016.  According to executive staff, applications for membership to the behavioral health advisory board are under review and council should expect transmittal of those appointees in March 2016.  

Sgt. Nelson notes that he is a permanent Acting Sergeant with the Seattle Police Dept. and, at the time of his application, was assigned as the department’s Crisis Intervention Team Coordinator.  He notes in his application the need to look for opportunities to systematically improve the current mental health care system and his ability to provide a law enforcement/police point of view on issues related to mental health care management.
