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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2015-0240 would approve a boundary change for the City of Auburn to include all of South 277th Street right-of-way within the city limits.

SUMMARY

State law[footnoteRef:1] allows the County and a City to agree to revise the boundary of the city to include an unincorporated area road and right-of-way within the city limits. The revision to the boundary of a city becomes effective when approved by ordinance of the City and County. [1:  RCW 35A.21.210] 


The City of Auburn proposes to include a portion of South 277th Street right-of-way within their city limits. This ordinance would complete that process.

BACKGROUND 

South 277th Street is the northern boundary for the City of Auburn, and a southern boundary for the City of Kent.  Portions of South 277th Street is within the jurisdiction of the County, Auburn, and Kent.

Executive staff state that the City of Auburn is proposing to complete road improvements on a portion of South 277th Street, from Auburn Way North to just east of G Street Northeast.  Transferring this portion of unincorporated area road will allow the City to complete all the improvements to City standards, as well as provide long-term operation and maintenance of the road.

ANALYSIS

The portion of South 277th Street that is the subject of this proposed ordinance mainly includes the southern portion of the right-of-way.  The northern half of the roadway was recently transferred by the City of Kent to the City of Auburn.

If this portion of the roadway is transferred, South 277th Street will be within the jurisdiction of the City of Auburn or City of Kent from SR 167 at the west end to the Green River on the east end.  This will put responsibility for future road maintenance, operation and improvement with these cities, instead of with the County.
