Dear Councilmember Balducci: 
 
As called for by Motion 15955 and Ordinance 19364, please find the enclosed report. 
 
This report addresses plans for assessing and addressing safety concerns relating to City Hall 
Park and the King County Courthouse in downtown Seattle. This report also addresses a 
proviso in Ordinance 19364 related to placement of a hygiene center in the vicinity of City 
Hall Park. 
 
I am very appreciative that on December 14, 2021 the King County Council passed 
Ordinance 19379 authorizing me to execute a land transfer with the City of Seattle to acquire 
City Hall Park.1 As of the writing of this report, the Seattle City Council has yet to authorize 
the land transfer but I am hopeful this will happen soon. The transfer of ownership of the 
property from the City of Seattle to King County is a critical step for King County to 
undertake long term planning and implementation for the Courthouse vicinity and City Hall 
Park.  
 
The attached report was developed by the Facilities Management Division and the 
Department of Executive Services Director’s Office. This report includes information from 
the City of Seattle, consultants, and neighboring agencies. 
 
This report furthers the efficient, accountable regional and local government goal of the King 
County Strategic Plan. 
 
The enclosed report took approximately 90 hours to prepare for an estimated cost of
