SUBJECT 
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointments of Brian Knight, who resides in council district eight, to the King County Alcoholism and substance abuse administrative board.
SUMMARY:  

The Executive has appointed Brian Knight, to a three-year term on the King County Alcoholism and substance abuse administrative board, expiring on March 31, 2017.  
Mr. Knight graduated from the University of Utah, with a Bachelor of Science in Organizational Behavior and with a Master of Business Administration from the University of Denver.
