NOTICE OF RULEMAKING – BOH 16-01
A Regulation on Adoption of Revised Fees for Animal Shelters
Pursuant to its authority under RCW 70.05.060, the King County Board of Health hereby gives notice of proposed rulemaking to adopt revised fees for animal shelters.
The purpose of the proposed rulemaking is to establish a new category and annual permit fee for animal shelters that house and provide fewer than 500 pet adoptions per calendar year for ferrets, rabbits, hamsters, hedgehogs and similar small mammals but no dog or cat adoptions.  This new permit and fee category for shelters for noncanine and nonfeline small mammals represents a reduction of the current applicable permit fee by approximately sixty percent.
The proposed rule also reduces the annual permit fees for animal shelters that provide pet adoptions that include dogs or cats, and clarifies the reinspection fee for all pet businesses.  The permit fee for satellite pet adoption services remains unchanged.
A public hearing on the proposed rule at which the public may state their views orally or in writing will be held during the regular meeting of the King County Board of Health, January 21, 2016 at 1:30 p.m. in the Metropolitan King County Council Chambers, 10th floor, Courthouse, 516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA.
