[bookmark: _GoBack]Confirmation of the appointment of Thomas Miller, who resides in King County Council District 1, to the King County Board of Ethics.
SUMMARY
Proposed Motion 2016-0509 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Thomas Miller to the King County Board of Ethics for a partial-term, expiring on July 31, 2017, filling a council-nominated position.
BACKGROUND
The King County Board of Ethics was created by Ordinance 1321 in 1972 “to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.” The board consists of five members: two to be appointed by the County Executive, two to be appointed by the County Executive from a list of nominees submitted by the County Council, and a fifth member, who serves as chair and is appointed by the County Executive from a list of nominees submitted by the other four members. Each member serves a term of three years. All appointments to the board are subject to confirmation by the Council. KCC 3.04.080.
ANALYSIS
Mr. Miller’s professional experience includes regulatory and contract compliance, work force planning and evaluation, management processes, and compensation planning and evaluation.  As a volunteer he worked with a team of volunteer HR consultants on a capacity building grant for Housing Hope, a housing assistance organization in Everett, WA, and he currently serves as lead cook for Community Lunch and Supper on Capitol Hill, which provides hot meals to homeless individuals.  He has a BA in History from Mt. Angel Seminary in Oregon, and an MA in Theology from St. John’s University, in Minnesota.
