NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 11th day of  October, 2004, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of the following proposed ordinance:

SUMMARY
Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2004-0369 adds a new chapter to the King County Traffic Code Title 46 relating to the regulation of motorized foot scooters.  This legislation outlines a number of rules related to the use and operation of motorized foot scooters and also prescribes a penalty in the form of a traffic infraction of up to $125 for violation of such rules.   
Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2004-0369 includes a helmet requirement, an age requirement of 13 to operate gas motorized foot scooters, prohibits gas scooters from operating on sidewalks, prohibits the use of all motorized foot scooters after dark, and on trails or parks property and also prohibits their use on county roadways with a posted speed limit of greater than 25 miles per hour.
