SUBJECT
Proposed Ordinance 2006-0357 would authorize the Executive to sign an amended interlocal agreement with the city of Lake Forest Park for acquisition of land known as ‘the Chu property’ using 2006 Conservation Futures Tax levy funds.

BACKGROUND
Conservation Futures Tax levy (CFT) funds are collected throughout King County as a dedicated portion of the property tax and by statute are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12 defines the process and criteria for the annual allocation of conservation futures tax levy funds. CFT funding allocations are made annually by Council through the budgeting process, based on recommendations from the Executive and the 16-member King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee.  The Council has approved this expenditure in Supplemental Budget Ordinance 15555, approved in July 2006.    

SUMMARY
In order to transfer open space acquisition funds, King County must enter into an interlocal agreement (ILA) or amend an existing agreement with the participating city.  The amendment describes the project and provides the funding allocation.  The ILA defines the terms and conditions governing the use of the funds and the county’s and city’s responsibilities in implementing the project. 

PROPOSE ORDINANCE 2006-0357 
Proposed Ordinance 2006-0357 authorizes the Executive to amend the ILA with the City of Lake Forest Park, for the acquisition of the Chu property, a forested, 1.2‑acre wetland located on 28th Avenue NE in Lake Forest Park which features riparian habitat draining into Hillside and McAleer creeks.  The parcel is part of a greenbelt and includes an unopened right of way in close proximity to the Grace Cole Nature Park.
