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SUBJECT:  Ordinance providing for expanded representation to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.
BACKGROUND:  
In 1999, the Council established the King County Emergency Advisory Committee (EMAC) to act in an advisory capacity to the Council, county executive and office of emergency management on emergency management matters and to facilitate the coordination of regional emergency planning (Ordinance 13623).  The EMAC is composed of representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Suburban Cities Association, which may have three members.  
The scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;

· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and

· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

SUMMARY:  
Proposed Ordinance 2005-0299 would amend the ordinance which created the EMAC (Ordinance 13623) and the county code section related to EMAC (K.C.C. 2.36.055).  This proposed ordinance makes three changes:

1. Updates membership name changes;

2. Allows cities with populations larger than 100,000 to have one member per city.  Current county code allows one member to represent all cities with large populations.  The current county cities with populations over 100,000 are Seattle and Bellevue.  Future cities that are growing and may exceed 100,000 in population in the near future could be Kent and Federal Way.  The 2004 King County Annual Growth Report states that the 2004 population for Kent is 84,560 and Federal Way is 83,590.  Therefore, the proposed change would add two large city representatives to the EMAC with the possibility of adding another two large city representatives in the near future; and

3. Adds five new members to the EMAC.  The proposed additional representatives would include disciplines, jurisdictions and tribes impacted by regional emergency management issues and Homeland Security.  The EMAC membership discussed and approved adding the following organizations:

· Seattle-King County Department of Public Health;
· Muckleshoot Tribe;

· Snoqualmie Tribe;

· Washington State Hospital Association; and

· King County Sheriff’s Office.
