SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Bruce Laing, who resides in council district nine, as chair to the King County Board of Ethics.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Bruce Laing to a three-year term as chair to the King County Board of Ethics, expiring on July 31, 2012.
Mr. Laing received a Bachelor of Arts degree from Seattle and a Master of Urban Planning from the University of Washington.  Mr. Laing is presently retired from a long career of public service.  Among his accomplishments, he has been a member of the Central Puget Sound Growth Management Hearings Board (2003-2006); Coordinator of the Tri-County Salmon Conservation Coalition (1997-2006); King County Councilmember, District 6 (1979-1995); and member of the King County Charter Review Commission (1998).

BACKGROUND:
Pursuant to KCC 3.04.090, the Board of Ethics was created to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.   Membership consists of five members, each serving a term of three years.  Two members are nominated by the county executive and two by the county council and the fifth member, serving as chairman, is nominated by the four existing members. Board members are appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county council.  Mr. Laing was appointed to the Board of Ethics in July of this year and confirmed in September. Since then, his peers elected him to be chair of the board, which requires council confirmation.
