Dear Councilmember Phillips:
Enclosed for the Council’s review and approval is the Omnibus Ordinance for the second quarter of 2004.  The attached ordinance includes three elements as follows:
· Supplemental budget requests for new appropriation authority

· Budget reappropriations component for the carryover of expenditure authority from 2003 to 2004 

· Technical corrections addressing errors or omissions that occurred in the 2004 adopted budget.
Current Expense Fund Highlights

The highlights of the proposals impacting the current expense (CX) fund are:

King County District Court - $79,532; 3 FTEs
· District Court implemented the use of an automated phone tree system in 2002.  While the phone tree is able to handle about 300,000 phone calls per year, another 300,000 are routed to the District Court call center to be assisted by court clerks.  Because this volume of calls exceeds the District Court capacity, the addition of 2.0 FTEs will enable District Court to provide better customer service to callers. 

· District Court has undergone many changes in the past several years, including staff reductions and court closures.  The addition of an Efficiency and Training Specialist position (1.0 FTE) will enable District Court to standardize practices among the remaining staff and locations, as well as to identify and implement best practices and efficiencies.
Jail Health - $199,967; grant revenues and 2.77 FTEs
· The purpose of this project is to develop and implement evidence based methadone treatment and related discharge-planning program for opiate addicted inmates of the King County Correctional Facility and Regional Justice Center.  The goal of this project is to reduce recidivism to illicit drug use, crime, and incarceration among opiate addicted persons.  Elements of this program will be phased in over a two year period.  The program is fully revenue backed from the drug alcohol and substance abuse fund in the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS).

CX Technical Adjustments - $618,842
· The CX overhead model is corrected for technical adjustments made by Council to the 2004 adopted model during the 2004 adopted budget process.  Various non-CX agency budgets are increased to provide $618,842 for the increase to CX overhead charges related to the restoration of target cuts during the Council phase of the budget as well as technical adjustments to the CX overhead cost pools. 

· The contribution to DCHS for the Unincorporated Areas Council (UAC) is unchanged from the adopted amount of $247,049 however, the share of the contribution has been reallocated to include CX internal support of $101,832 and DDES $21,587.  These increases serve to reduce the contributions of Department of Natural Resources and Parks (DNRP) by $47,821 and the Department of Transportation (DOT) by $75,598. 
Non-CX Fund Highlights
The highlights of the proposals impacting the non-CX funds are:
River Improvement Fund - $134,791 
· This is an alternate project approved by FEMA to purchase a flood patrol vehicle and a dozer for use in flood hazard maintenance and repair projects.  It was approved on 
July 31, 2003.  Budget authority existed in 2003, but there wasn't enough time to meet the procurement procedures by year end.  Both vehicles have been ordered and will be delivered by mid-year.  Revenue is reimbursable after the equipment is paid for.  There are no out year impacts.
Water and Land Resources - $498,519; (1.0 FTE)
· The purpose of this project in the King Conservation District (KCD) is to access current and historic habitat conditions in the upper Green River.  These projects are high priority natural resource protection projects and are fully revenue backed by KCD.

· The 1.0 FTE position will be transferred from Water and Land Resources Division to DNRP administration for the solid waste fund for departmental human resources support.  This is a transfer of FTE authority only.  The Water and Land Resources Division will retain the expenditure authority.
Public Health – $199,967 grant funded and $871,935 revenue backed
· The methadone treatment program mentioned above, under Jail Health will be funded by revenue from DCHS via the public health fund.  This supplemental of $199,967 will provide expenditure authority for public health to reimburse jail health.
· Public health is seeking increased appropriation authority for added City of Seattle funds to the 2004 budget.  This increase of $871,935 reflects added city general fund dollars to support previously reduced programs.  Community health centers are to receive $813,935 and the master home environmentalist program is to receive an additional $58,000.
Natural Resources and Parks Administration – $55,869; 1.0 FTE

· This request moves an existing 1.00 FTE position from our Water and Land Resources Division discussed under water and land resources above to the director's office.  The position will be classified as a Human Resources Service Delivery Manager II and report to the Office of Human Resources and Management.  The position performs a distinct full-time body of work for which there is no current vacant position within DNRP administration’s existing appropriation authority.  The cost of this FTE will be absorbed in the DNRP budget.  The $55,869 will provide funding for seven months. 
Safety and Claims Management - $2,000,000 contingency
· Safety and claims management seeks to establish a $2 million claims fluctuation contingency to cover potential claims costs in excess of current appropriation.  The contingency will not impact rates charged to other agencies. 

A detailed spreadsheet that separates and organizes the amounts by supplemental, budget reappropriation and technical correction components is attached for Council review.  The spreadsheet includes other appropriations that are not highlighted in this letter but are included in the ordinance.  Fiscal notes and financial plans are included in the transmittal package.
