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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Transfer of Bridle Crest Trail

The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on (DATE) to take testimony on a proposed ordinance transferring Bridle Crest Trail from King County to the City of Redmond.

Bridle Crest Trail is a 1.9 mile unpaved trail located within Redmond’s city limits running west between Marymoor Park and Bridle Trails State Park generally along the  Northeast 60th Street alignment.  
With a projected $52 million dollar deficit facing King County and cuts to the County parks system already underway, an agreement was reached to make the transfer.   

Under terms of the transfer agreement, King County would transfer ownership of the facility within 30 days of execution of the agreement. 

Following the transfer, the trail will be used for park and open space purposes, and will be open to the general public.
