Land Use Code Update

Nine Lot Short Plat  (Title 19 A)

Revisions to the Code 

· Allows short subdivision of land into 2 - 9 lots within the UGA.

· Further segregation is not permitted within a 5-year period after recording except unless the short plat contains fewer than 9 lots within the UGA. Then an alteration application may be permitted for up to 9 lots in the UGA.

150 Day Permit Issuance for Type 3 and 4 Land Use Decisions and 45 days to 90 days for SEPA Exempt Clearing and Grading    (Title 20)

Revisions to the Code

· The department review period is extended from 120 to 150 days for Type 3 and 4 land use decisions (e.g. preliminary plat, zone reclassifications, urban planned development) and from 45 days to 90 days for SEPA exempt clearing and grading. 

· The department recommendation to the Hearing Examiner is issued within 150 days from the date the applicant is notified by the department that the application is complete instead of a final decision issued within 120 days.

· The time periods for action by the Hearing Examiner shall be governed by the Hearing Examiner’s Rules.

Flexible Concurrency for Future Lots  (Title 20)

Revisions to the Code

· In order to file a complete application, at least 75% of the lots or units proposed must have a Certificate of Transportation Concurrency.

· The Certificate must be obtained prior to the expiration of the preliminary plat and recording for the additional lots.
