SUBJECT

AN ORDINANCE relating to the King County emergency management advisory committee; providing for modification of representation to the committee and amending Ordinance 13623, Section 1, as amended, and K.C.C. 2.36.055.

SUMMARY

This proposed ordinance adds representation from a faith-based organization to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.  It also changes the name of the Suburban Cities Association to Sound Cities Association, replaces the King County Health Care Coalition with the Northwest Healthcare Response Network, makes minor wording changes to retain consistency with the King County Code, and creates a new chapter in the King County Code.

BACKGROUND

The Emergency Management Advisory Committee was established by ordinance in 1999 to advise the Executive, Council and Office of Emergency Management on emergency management matters, and to facilitate the coordination of regional emergency planning in King County.  Members include 23 public and private sector partners with critical emergency management interests in our region, including cities, tribal nations, utilities, health and emergency services, public safety and more.  Ordinance No. 17075, passed in May 2011, defined the mission of the Office of Emergency Management of the Department of Executive Services as follows: 

“to provide for the effective direction, control and coordination of county government emergency services functional units, to coordinate with other governments and the private, nongovernmental sector, in compliance with a state approved comprehensive emergency management plan and to serve as the coordinating entity for cities, county governmental departments, and other appropriate agencies during incidents and events of regional significance.”  
ANALYSIS

This proposed ordinance will add representation from a faith-based organization to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.  Many faith-based organizations provide extensive community support in preparation for, response to, and recovery from the aftermath of disasters.

The ordinance corrects the name of the Sound Cities Association (formerly known as the Suburban Cities Association) and replaces the King County Healthcare Coalition with the Northwest Healthcare Response Network, a new independent nonprofit organization formed through the merger of the King County Healthcare Coalition and the Pierce County Coalition for Healthcare in Emergencies.

The ordinance also directs several administrative updates to the King County Code.  Since the creation of K.C.C. Title 2 Administration, the Title has been subject to many amendments each year.  As part of the council's comprehensive review of the King County Code, the clerk and the code reviser recommend creation of a new K.C.C. Title 2A, which will recodify and restructure the material presently in K.C.C. Title 2.  Title 2A will eventually contain all material pertaining to administration, including commission memberships.

AMENDMENTS

Striking Amendment 1 makes a number of technical clarifications recommended by Council's legal counsel and the Prosecutor's Office.  The amendment clarifies that the faith-based organization serving on the Emergency Management Advisory Committee is "prepared to provide emergency relief services to the public.” It also adds findings related to the replacement the King County Healthcare Coalition with the Northwest Healthcare Response Network on the Committee, changing the name of the Suburban Cities Association to Sound Cities Association, and adding a representative from a faith-based organization.  A number of technical changes are also included at the Clerk's request.

Title Amendment 1 makes the title consistent with the striking amendment and deletes erroneous reference to removal of the Washington State Hospital Association (Council previously removed the Association, at the Association's request, in July 2011 by Ordinance 17160).
