SUBJECT: 
AN ORDINANCE relating to the annexation of an area known as the Dahlgren (98-1) Annexation to Sammamish Water and Sewer District for the purpose of providing water service.

SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 1999-0444 would approve the annexation of approximately 240 acres to the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District. (Attachments 1-3)  The proposed annexation area is located entirely within rural unincorporated King County, outside the urban growth area, and lies adjacent to the northeastern corner of the existing district water service area. 

The proposed annexation area currently consists of predominantly vacant and undeveloped property with two mobile homes and one single-family residence under construction on the property.  An equestrian facility is proposed for development on the westerly 98 acres of the annexation site.  It is anticipated that remaining portions of the annexation area will eventually be developed for low-density residential use.  The annexation is the result of a petition by the landowners in the proposed annexation area.

Zoning for the proposed annexation area is rural residential with a zoning designation of RA-5 (one unit per five acres) in the southwestern portion of the property and RA-10 (one unit per ten acres) in the remaining areas of the property. The existing population density of the annexation area is estimated to be less than one person per 20 acres.  The maximum lot density possible under current zoning designations is estimated to be one person per 2 acres.  Currently population for the entire parcel is fewer than 10 residents.  The total number of residents on the parcel is estimated at 100 at full development.

The Boundary Review Board approved the proposed annexation on September 10, 1999 (Attachment 5).  On August 30, 1999, under suspension of the rules, the council held a public hearing on this proposed annexation.

The King County Utilities Technology Review Committee reviewed this annexation at its meeting on August 11, 1999.  At that time, the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District did not have a comprehensive water management plan that had been approved since the merger of the Cascade View Water District into Sammamish Plateau.  The UTRC did not find any problem with the annexation, but recommended that the county not approve the annexation without an approved water system comprehensive plan.  Since that time, the Sammamish Plateau completed its water comprehensive plan, which was approved by the King County council on October 8, 2001.

An amendment is required on this Proposed Ordinance to fill in the blanks in the ordinance with appropriate dates.   When the Proposed Ordinance was introduced, the public hearing at the council and the review by the Utilities Technical Review Committee had not happened.  The Proposed Ordinance includes blanks for the dates of the hearing and UTRC approval and those blanks need to be filled in.  The committee can direct the clerk to fill in the blanks with the appropriate dates by an oral amendment.
BACKGROUND: Annexation of territory by water-sewer districts falls under chapter 57.24 RCW and requires council approval.  The council is required to evaluate whether the annexation complies with the approval criteria described in RCW 57.02.040(3).  These criteria include:

· Whether the annexation complies with the county or town/city comprehensive plan.

· Whether the annexation complies with the policies expressed in the county water and/or sewer comprehensive plan.

Proposed Annexation

· King County Comprehensive Plan: The proposed annexation complies with the King County Comprehensive Plan.  Specifically, it complies with Policy F-227(a) that allows an area to be part of a Group A water system when the area has been assigned to a water purveyor through a Coordinated Water System Plan approved by King County.  Since the proposed annexation area is within the Coordinated Water System Plan boundary for the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District, this proposed annexation is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan.

· Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District Water Comprehensive Plan: The Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District completed its comprehensive water plan in May, 2001.  The King County council approved the plan on October 8, 2001.  The Dahlgren annexation area is one of the areas identified in the comprehensive plan in the district’s future service area and subject to future annexation.  The Dahlgren annexation is, therefore, consistent with the district’s comprehensive water plan.

Procedural Steps  

· Sammamish Water and Sewer District issued a Determination of Nonsignificance on November 15, 1998.

· The district passed Resolution No. 2455 concurring with the proposed annexation (Attachment 4) on June 14, 1999. 

· The district filed its Notice of Intention with the council on April 20, 1998.

· Boundary Review Board approved the proposed annexation (Attachment 5) on September 10, 1999. 

· King County Utilities Technical Review Committee approved the proposed annexation on August 11, 1999, subject to approval of a comprehensive water plan by the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District (Attachment 6).

· Council held a public hearing on the proposed annexation on August 30, 1999.
