SUBJECT:  Briefing on the WWW.3Days3Ways.org Preparedness Campaign and the Map Your Neighborhood Program
SUMMARY:  The Office of Emergency Management of the Department of Executive Services is composed of two distinct programs: Emergency Management and the Enhanced-911 Program Office (E-911).  These two programs assure the public, reliable access to emergency services.  The Emergency Management Program specializes in disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery.  In addition to natural and technological disasters, many homeland security issues are also coordinated through this office.  The 2008 budget for the Office of Emergency Management is $1.5 million.
The office administers the “3 Days, 3 Ways, Are You Ready? Program” a public motivation campaign urging individuals, families, and the community with the means to prepare for emergencies and disasters.  The program’s message is simple, for county residents to be ready to survive on their own for a minimum of 3 Days following a disaster.  For large disasters, residents may not receive any government assistance for up to 7 Days.  The steps of the plan are simples – make a plan, build a kit, and get involved.  By implementing these steps, residents and the county will be in a better position for resiliency, whether from a major earthquake, a winter storm, a terrorist act or a pandemic flu outbreak.

“Map Your Neighborhood” is a program designed to help neighborhoods prepare for disasters and is offered through many local emergency management offices.  The program consists of the basic follwing steps:

· Learn the “9 Steps to Take Immediately Following a Disaster” to secure your home and to protect your neighborhood.  It is hard to think clearly following disaster and these steps will help you to quickly and safely take actions that can minimize damage and protect lives. 

· Identify the Skills and Equipment each neighbor has that would be useful in an effective disaster response.  Knowing which neighbors have supplies and skills helps your disaster response be timely, and allows everyone to contribute to the response in a meaningful way. 

· Create a Neighborhood Map identifying the locations of natural gas and propane tanks for quick response if needed. 

· Create a Contact List that helps identify those with specific needs such as elderly, disabled, or children who may be home alone during certain hours of the day. 

· Work together as a team to evaluate your neighborhood after a disaster and take the necessary actions. 
Staff from the Office of Emergency Management and the Map Your Neighborhood Program will brief the committee on these programs.
