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SUBJECT

A Motion confirming the Executive’s appointment of Sarah Reyneveld, who resides in Council district four, to the King County Women’s Advisory Board as the district four representative.

SUMMARY

The executive has forwarded for Council consideration and approval the appointment of Sarah Reyneveld to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, as the district four representative, for a partial term expiring July 1, 2018. Proposed Motion 2016-0365 would confirm this appointment.

BACKGROUND 

The Women’s Advisory Board was created to foster programs, legislation and policies for the benefit of women throughout King County. The board acts in an advisory capacity, making recommendations to the King County Executive and the King County Council on matters concerning women. Additionally, the board works with the public to provide information regarding the status of women and policies and programs that may affect the status and well-being of women. 

Per County Code[footnoteRef:1], the board comprises fifteen members including a representative from each council district (per Council nomination), and six members representing at-large positions (two per Executive nomination, and four per Council nomination). Board composition must represent the diversity of women in King County, including diversity in age, area of residence, profession and race or ethnicity, and shall not include employees or board members of agencies receiving funding from the women’s program. Nominees are appointed by the County Executive and confirmed by the County Council by motion. [1:  K.C.C. 2.30.060.] 



Proposed Motion 2016-0365 would confirm the appointment of Sarah Reyneveld to the King County Women’s Advisory Board, as the district four representative, for a partial term expiring July 1, 2018. As indicated by Ms. Reyneveld’s application materials, she is a graduate of the University of Washington School of Law and works as a practicing attorney in Seattle for the Office of the Washington State Attorney General. Moreover, Ms. Medved’s application materials note that she has extensive personal and professional advocacy experience related to women’s issues and rights in Washington State. She has worked on issues such as equal access to higher education, expanded opportunities for women to participate in the workforce, and expanded access to daycare and early childhood education for working parents.
