NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 23rd day of October, 2006, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0425, authorizing the executive to enter into an interlocal agreement between King County and the City of Issaquah for transfer to the City of Sammamish Cove Park, Meerwood Park, Timberlake Park and Lewis Creek Park, along with stormwater facilities and associated real property interests within the South Cove area.

SUMMARY

The King County Council has concluded discussions with the City of Issaquah regarding the transfer of these parks, located in Issaquah at the following addresses: 

Sammamish Cove Park SE 51st St and W Lake Sammamish Rd Issaquah, WA 98027

Meerwood Park SE 47th Pl and 192nd Ave SE Issaquah, WA 98027
Timberlake Park West Lake Sammamish Parkway and 182nd Ave SE Issaquah, WA 98027

Lewis Creek Park 18501 SE Newport Way Issaquah, WA 98027

The King County Council will consider an ordinance on October 23, 2006, approving the transfer of identified parks, stormwater facilities, and associated real property interests   to the City.  Under the terms of the transfer agreement, King County would transfer the facilities and associated real property interests to the City within thirty days of the execution of the agreement.
Following the transfer, the parks will be used for park and open space purposes, and will be open to the general public.
