SUBJECT:  Ordinance establishing the date of a special election for the Vuoung Annexation to the city of Renton.

BACKGROUND:  Pursuant to RCW 35A.14.010, the city of Renton passed Resolution 3614 in November 2001, determining that the proposed Vuong Annexation would be in the best interest and general welfare of its citizens and called for a special election, describing the annexation boundaries, stating the number of voters affected, identifying April 22, 2003 as the date of the special election and committing the city to pay the cost of the special election.  

Certified copies of the resolution were filed with King County and with the Boundary Review Board.  The King County Council, which is required to set the date of the election by ordinance, has to pass such ordinance at least 45 days before the election.   
NOTE:  The Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division must receive an effective ordinance by March 7, 2003.  This means that the latest date for council action is March 4, 2003 and the ordinance must be adopted with an emergency clause.

SUMMARY OF THE ANNEXATION AREA:  The Vuong Annexation area is located in Council District 6 on the eastern side of the City of Renton in the vicinity of the East Renton Plateau.  The boundaries of the 3 acre annexation area are shown on the map attached to the resolution. The annexation area is within the Urban Growth Area, currently zoned R-6 and includes one single-family home with a population of two persons. 

COMMITTEE ACTION:  At its February 25, 2003 meeting, the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee approved a substitute ordinance with three ayes, no nos and two excused with a do pass recommendation for the consent agenda.
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
