BFM CHAIR’S STRIKING AMENDMENT
The BFM Chair’s striking amendment S1 would make a net increase of $314,000 to General Fund agencies, $1,780,000 to Non-General Fund agencies, and $100,000 to capital fund budgets to the executive proposed changes. The following provides a list of amendments included in the striking amendment (Note: Items highlighted in yellow are those that have been modified since the May 28th BFM meeting):

General Fund
1. Sheriff – 
0. Moves existing proviso related to a plan to provide bulk rate gasoline and vehicle license plates to King County search and rescue volunteers from the Sheriff to PSB. Also change the due date to December 31, 2019
0. Removes existing ER related to restricting use of Sheriff funds for Smart911
0. Adds $25,000 of one-time General Fund and a related ER to support overtime for July 4th weekends

1. GF Transfer to DCHS – 
1. Adds $75,000 of one-time General Fund and a related ER to support a technology project for the King County Sexual Assault Resource Center (KCSARC)
1. Adds $150,000 of one-time General Fund and a related ER to support The Lighthouse for the Blind, Inc. to fund program expansion that would serve King County residents with visual impairment.

1. Adult and Juvenile Detention – 
2. Adds a new proviso requiring two reports in August 2019 and April 2020 by an independent monitor evaluating juvenile detention solitary confinement
2. Adds a new proviso requiring a report of planned changes to detention policies, procedures and practices consistent with Ordinance 18637 (related to solitary confinement of juveniles)
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Adds a new proviso requiring a report of planned changes to detention policies, procedures and practices to bring the operation of the department into compliance with Ordinance 18637 (related to solitary confinement of juveniles)
2. Adds a new proviso requiring a report that the department is in substantial compliance with the provisions of Ordinance 18637 (related to solitary confinement of juveniles)

1. Technical corrections identified by council central staff and PSB staff

Non-General Fund and CIP
1. Youth and Amateur Sports Fund (YASF) – 
1. Reallocation of $1 million of the 2017-2018 YASF allocation designated for Bellevue/Kirkland/Redmond to support the Outdoors for All Foundation
1. Reallocation of the 2017-2018 YASF allocation designated for the City of Kenmore (St. Edwards Park Field Upgrades) to City of Kenmore (City of Kenmore ballfields and/or boathouse project)
1. Reallocation of the 2017-2018 YASF allocation designated for the Seattle Parks Foundation for Children Home Society of Washington (Virgil Flaim Park) to Lake City Soccer Club (Low income youth soccer program)

1. Best Starts for Kids – Adds $299,000 of BSK funds to support 2 TLTs for Public Health to provide implementation support and expertise for changes related to overall Parent Child Health program redesign; and provide support needed for successful implementation and initial program support of the new state software system that would be used in Woman, Infant, and Children (WIC) clinics

1. Flood Control District – Disappropriates already appropriated ($8,600) and removes proposed appropriation ($6,000) that would be used for Department of Local Services Director’s Office cost allocation. Also adds ER to ensure no Flood Control District funds would be used for Department of Local Services Director’s Office cost allocation

1. Housing and Community Development – Amends an existing proviso related to housing investment plan to restrict $3.25 million of $4.75 million of AirBnB funds until transmittal of housing investment plan. (This amendment would release $1.5 million of the $4.75 million for modular dorms and remove references to the housing engagement plan, which has been completed)

1. Wastewater Treatment Division – 
4. Amends an existing proviso related to a report on toxics in wastewater impacting orcas and salmon to require a status report on the progress of the full report by December 31, 2020 (The full report will not be completed until June 2021)
4. Adds a new proviso requiring a report on the management of biosolids generated through the processing of King County wastewater

1. Transit – 
5. Amends an existing proviso related to the income-based fare program implementation plan by changing language on low income qualification from 135% federal poverty level or less to 138% federal poverty level or less to align with Medicaid qualification levels
5. Adds a new proviso requiring an implementation plan to eliminate barriers to accessing existing reduced fare ORCA card procurement locations and suggestions for more accessible and convenient ORCA card procurement locations

1. Facilities Management Division – Adds $50,000 of existing fund balance to conduct a facilities study.

1. Parks Capital Fund – Adds $100,000 using fund balance to the Eastside Rail Corridor project for Japanese American Farmers Historical Memorial near bridge in Bellevue along East Trail

1. District Allocations – Includes Youth and Amateur Sports Fund (YASF), Community Services Operating (CSO), and VSHSL PVR Veterans Service Organizations Grant Program allocation requests

1. Technical corrections identified by council central staff and PSB staff
