SUBJECT:  
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of the Honorable Greg Taylor, Councilmember, city of Renton, who resides in Council District Five, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the Sound Cities Association, position three.

SUMMARY:  
The Executive has appointed the Honorable Greg Taylor to a partial term on the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, expiring December 31, 2013.  

Mr. Taylor is currently a Councilmember to the City of Renton.  Councilmember Taylor provides leadership on several strategic committees, including Public Safety, Committee Chair, Finance Committee Vice Chair, Planning and Development Committee members, also Board Member to Law Enforcement Officer’s & Fire Fighters (LEOFF 1).  He has served on Regional Committees including Suburban Cities Association (SCA) Chair of the Committee to End Homelessness (CEH), Governing Board, Representative for the Domestic violence Initiative (DVI) and Alternate Representative for the Emergency Management Advisory Committee & King County Region 6 Homeland Security/Citizen Corp Council (EMAC/R6HSC).  He has also serves as an Associated Cities of Washington (AWC) Healthy and Safe Communities Legislative Subcommittee member. 

BACKGROUND:
The King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee (EMAC) acts in an advisory capacity to the county executive, council and office of emergency management on emergency management matters and facilitates the coordination of regional emergency planning in King County.  The EMAC was formed by ordinance in 1999.  There are 24 representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Suburban Cities Association, which may have three members, and cities with populations larger than one hundred thousand may have one member per city.  Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:
· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;
· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and
· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

The members of the commission serve without compensation.
