	Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the executive transmits an East Renton potential annexation area roads pilot project plan.  The plan should be developed based on input from the office of performance, strategy, and budget and the city of Renton to facilitate annexation of the East Renton potential annexation area, and shall include, but not be limited to:
	A.  Description of the East Renton potential annexation area;
	B.  Comparison of the King County road standards and the city of Renton street standards for new development in the East Renton potential annexation area;
	C.  Identification of any King County road standards that could be amended to increase consistency with the city of Renton street standards for new development in the East Renton potential annexation area;
	D.  Timeline for implementation of the pilot project; and
	E.  Any code changes needed to implement the East Renton potential annexation area roads pilot project.
	The executive should electronically file the plan required by this proviso by July 31, 2025, with the clerk of the council, who shall retain an electronic copy and provide an electronic copy to all councilmembers, the council chief of staff, and the lead staff for the local services and land use committee or its successor."

EFFECT prepared by A. Micklow: The amendment would add a proviso to the Road Services appropriation unit. The proviso requests that the division develop an East Renton Potential Annexation Area Roads Pilot Project Plan to facilitate annexation in the area by aligning King County's road standards with the City of Renton's urban street standards.
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
