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Growth Management and Unincorporated Areas Committee (GMUAC) Functions

GMUAC makes recommendations relating to land use development, comprehensive planning, development regulations, Countywide Planning Policies, and land use regulations necessary to implement salmon recovery.  The committee also makes recommendations on legislation which have force and effect only in the unincorporated areas of the county.  

Anticipated Legislation for 2004 
GMUAC will have a heavy workload in 2004, particularly through the month of July. Major anticipated transmittals include: 
· Proposed update to the 2004 King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP) and implementing code changes,
· Critical Areas Ordinance (CAO),
· Clearing and Grading Ordinance,
· Stormwater Ordinance and update to the Surface Water Design Manual, and 
· International Building Code Ordinance.
Please see Attachment 1 for a summary of 2004 anticipated legislation, including information on time sensitivity.  
The KCCP update, CAO, Clearing and Grading Ordinance, Stormwater Ordinance, and Surface Water Design Manual update are functionally interrelated. Review of these proposals will need to be carefully coordinated in order to ensure consistency. Transmittal of these items is anticipated on March 1st. Please see Attachment 2 for additional background on the KCCP, CAO, Clearing and Grading Ordinance, and Stormwater Ordinance. 

RCW 36.70A.172 requires that “in designating and protecting critical areas, counties and cities shall include the best available science in developing policies and development regulations to protect the functions and values of critical areas. In addition, counties and cities shall give special consideration to conservation or protection measures necessary to preserve or enhance anadromous fisheries.”  For King County, RCW 36.70A.130 (4)(a) sets of deadline of December 1, 2004 for review and revision of comprehensive plans and development regulations. In order to meet this deadline, and to allow time for public notice requirements and full council deliberation prior to transmittal of the Executive Proposed budget in October 2004, GMUAC would need to take action on the KCCP update and proposed development regulations protecting critical areas by no later than the end of July.
