SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Joan Sharp, who resides in council district three, to the King County Children and Family Commission.
SUMMARY:  The Executive has appointed Joan Sharp to a three-year term on the King County Children and Family Commission, expiring on June 1, 2006.  
Ms. Sharp is a resident of Carnation and Council District Three.  She has her Master’s Degree in Non Profit Leadership at Seattle University and a Bachelor’s Degree in English at the University of Washington.  She is currently the Executive Director, Washington Council for Prevention of Child Abuse and Neglect/Children’s Trust Fund of Washington.  Ms. Sharp also worked as Director of the Children’s Initiative/Success by 6, United Way of King County, Seattle; and as Executive Director of the Children’s Services for Snoqualmie-Valley.  Memberships on boards and commissions include:  the Carnation City Council since 1999, the Association of Washington Cities, Children’s Campaign Fund, and Eastside Human Services Forum.
The King County Children and Family Commission is composed of no more than seventeen voting members, appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the Council.  Members serve three year terms.  Appointees should include professionals, consumers of county services, children/youth and individuals of color and limited/non-English speaking, who are concerned about children and families.  The Commission advises the Executive and Council focusing on recommendations to further define King County’s mission, role and goals in provision of services to children and families.
