Delete all language starting on page 5, line 105 through page 6, line 128 and insert:
C.  There is hereby imposed upon all developed properties in the service area annual service charges as follows:

The minimum service charge in any class shall be ((one hundred eleven dollars)) one hundred twenty-seven dollars per parcel per year.  Mobile home parks' maximum annual service charges in any class shall be ((one hundred eleven dollars)) one hundred twenty-seven dollars times the number of mobile home spaces.

Delete all language starting on page 5, line 105 through page 6, line 128 and insert:
5.  The parcel is served by one or more flow control or water quality treatment facilities required under K.C.C. chapter 9.04, or can be demonstrated by the property owner to provide flow control or water quality treatment of surface and storm water to the standards in K.C.C. chapter 9.04, and any such facility is maintained at the expense of the parcel owner to the standards required by the department.  In addition to the previous requirement, any source control best management practices applicable to the facilities or activities occurring on the parcel must be implemented pursuant to the standards in K.C.C. chapter 9.12 to prevent contaminants from entering surface water, storm water, or ground water.  Nonresidential parcels except in the light category qualifying under this subsection shall be charged at the rate of ((one)) two lower rate category than as classified by its percentage of impervious surface coverage.  Nonresidential parcels in the light rate category qualifying under this subsection shall be charged at the rate of ((one hundred eleven dollars)) one hundred and twenty seven dollars per ((acre)) parcel per year.  Residential parcels and parcels in the very light category qualifying under this subsection shall be charged ((fifty-five dollars and fifty cents)) sixty-three dollars and fifty cents per parcel per year;
On page 9, line 195 after “((one hundred eleven dollars))” and before “per” delete “one hundred forty-three dollars” and insert “one hundred twenty-seven dollars”
On page 9, lines 197 and 198 after “((fifty-five dollars and fifty cents))” and before “per” delete “seventy-one and fifty cents ” and insert “sixty-three dollars and fifty cents”
Effect: 
· Reduces the proposed increase to per parcel fees for residential and very light non-residential uses from $32 to $16.

· Reduces the executive-proposed increase to non-residential uses to percentage increases ranging between 10.37 and 14.94 percent.

· Increases the category reduction from one to two for parcels served by one or more flow control or water quality treatment facilities required under K.C.C. chapter 9.04 or can be demonstrated by the property owner to provide flow control or water quality treatment of surface and storm water to the standards in K.C.C. chapter 9.04.
· Changes the calculation for waivers for non-residential parcels in the light rate category from a per acre charge to a per parcel charge.
