Dear Councilmember von Reichbauer:

Enclosed is an ordinance authorizing the granting of a water transmission system franchise to the Tacoma Public Utilities for the construction, operation and maintenance of a water transmission mainline in Council Districts 7, 9, and 13.  This franchise will provide and serve as a major water transmission line for several water utilities operating within the south King County Critical Water Supply Plan boundary.

The Tacoma Public Utilities Water Comprehensive plan was approved by Ordinance 9131 on October 30, 1989.  The King County Council approved Tacoma Public Utilities Comprehensive Mitigation Plan Element of the 1987 Tacoma Water Comprehensive Plan on March 29, 1993 under Ordinance 10776.  The King County Council on October 10, 1994, approved amendments to this plan to address alternative construction techniques to reduce the degree of impact of this transmission line on the environment under Ordinance No. 11549.

There is no fiscal note required, as there is no fiscal impact to King County finances.

I am unaware of any objections to the issuance of this franchise and recommend that the Council approve this franchise for a period of 25 years.
