SUBJECT

Proposed Lily Gottieb-McHale, who resides in Council District 9, to the King County Agriculture Commission, for the remainder of a three year term expiring February 28, 2021.

BACKGROUND

The Agriculture Commission was created in 1994[footnoteRef:1] to serve as a forum for farmers to provide input on land use decisions, policies and regulations affecting commercial agriculture. [1:  Ordinance 11417] 


The Commission consists of 15 volunteer members, of which eight must be producers engaged in the business of producing an agricultural commodity for market in commercial quantities. Members serve three-year terms. 

King County Code 2.40.040 outlines the duties of the Agriculture Commission, which is asked to advise the Council and Executive on agricultural policies and programs, including, but not limited to:

· Existing and proposed legislation and regulations affecting commercial agriculture;
· Land use issues that affect agriculture; 
· Ways to maintain, enhance and promote agriculture and agricultural products in the region; and
· Livestock regulation implementation and monitoring.  

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Lily Gottieb-McHale is a farmer and landowner in Enumclaw, WA. She is a founder and operator of Shared Soil, a group that rents land to beginner, immigrant, and socially-disadvantaged farmers in King County, and she also works as the Working Farmland Partnership Coordinator for PCC Farmland Trust. Ms. Gottlieb-McHale formerly worked as Food Access Director for Living Well Kent, a community-based food access organization.

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointment. It appears to be consistent with the requirements of K.C.C. 2.40.
