Criteria for Tiered Service Levels on Unincorporated King County Roads and Bridges

Tier 1

· Arterial functional classification of most Principal Arterials, excluding those with topographic constraints
· Lifeline routes serving inter-city travel
· Most Transit routes in the unincorporated area
· Minor Arterials that serve as a major detour route and the service area lacks road redundancy
Tier 2

· Arterial functional classification of most Minor Arterials
· Lifeline routes servicing smaller geographic areas than inter-city
· Transit routes in the unincorporated area
· Local roads serving Transit centers in the unincorporated area
Tier 3

· Arterial functional classification of most Collector Arterials
· Lifeline routes on Collector Arterials
· Neighborhood collector roads that:
· Are important to maintain for inter-neighborhood travel
· Lack proximity to arterial roads in the general vicinity
· Have limited alternate travel routes available
· Connect to dense network of Tier 5 roads or private roads
· Are local roads carrying more than 1,000 average daily traffic (proposed)
Tier 4

· Local roads where there are no options for an alternate route to reach the arterial system or where there is no option to reach another local road that does provide options for an alternate route
· County-owned cul-de-sac roads
· County-owned or maintained Forest Service roads in east King County
· Roads served by a sole-access County bridge
Tier 5

· Local roads not identified as a sole-access
· Local roads not considered Neighborhood Collectors
· Local roads where there are alternative County-owned routes available for travel in cases of road closure
· Arterial roads that carry less than 400 daily trips
