Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The enclosed motion, if approved, will allow the Sheriff’s Office to accept the loan of two personal watercraft from any nationally recognized law enforcement loaner program.

Since 1996, the County has participated in the loaner program through the Yamaha Corporation.  The Sheriff’s Office used the personal watercraft for safety, educational, and enforcement purposes.  They were invaluable.  There has been a continuing significant positive public service impact with the use of the watercraft.  This increased watercraft safety cost the County approximately five hundred dollars per year for start up and maintaining the two boats.  This motion will allow the loan of more efficient personal watercraft, with lower operating costs.
