SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2022-0397 would approve the removal of approximately 12 acres of land from the City of Issaquah's sewer service area and annexation into the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer district, known as the NE 1st & Juniper Annexation, for the purpose of sewer service.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2022-0397 would approve the NE 1st & Juniper Annexation into the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District. Council action on an annexation into a sewer district is required, subject to criteria found in state law. 

BACKGROUND 

The Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District (District) is in central King County along the Interstate 90 corridor, north of the City of Issaquah. The District is generally bounded by the City of Issaquah to the south, Northeast Sammamish Sewer and Water District to the North, Lake Sammamish to the west, and unincorporated rural King County to the east.

The proposed annexation was initiated by property owner petition under the statutory provisions of RCW 57.24.070. Annexation into the District will allow for safe and reliable sewer service to the annexed properties. The City of Issaquah and the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer district entered into an interlocal agreement in 2017 to identify the district as the most logical long-term provider of sewer service to the area. The Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District approved the annexation on July 25, 2022. The Notice of Intention was filed with the Council on August 25, 2022.

ANALYSIS

Under RCW 57.02.040(3), when reviewing the annexation, the Council is required to consider three criteria:

(a) Whether the proposed action in the area under consideration is in compliance with the development program that is outlined in the county comprehensive plan, or city or town comprehensive plan where appropriate, and its supporting documents;
(b) Whether the proposed action in the area under consideration is in compliance with the basinwide water and/or sewage plan as approved by the state department of ecology and the state department of social and health services; and
(c) Whether the proposed action is in compliance with the policies expressed in the county plan for water and/or sewage facilities.

When the UTRC reviewed the Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District's sewer comprehensive plan, which was ultimately approved by Council in 2015, their review included consideration of these criteria. While the review of the plan did not look at a specific annexation, at a planning level, the UTRC found that the District's plan met these criteria. KCC 13.24.010(A)(2) requires comprehensive plans for water and sewer districts to be adopted by the District and approved by the King County Council as a prerequisite for Council approval of annexation proposals. That requirement is satisfied with the current District plan.
