	This is a "4-year midpoint" update to the King County Comprehensive.  In 2018, King County shifted to an 8-year statutory update cycle, consistent with Growth Management Act timelines.  Similar to the practice in place in King County since 2000, the County retained a 4-year cycle for "midpoint" updates, where major issues can be considered, but a complete statutory review of the plan does not occur.

The County Executive's Recommended Scoping Document is attached.  This lists the issues the County Executive proposes for consideration in the 2020 midpoint.  By the end of February 2019, the County Council will adopt a final Scoping Document that guides the update process.

While the 2020 update may consider substantive amendments, the update is a discretionary action by the county and does not serve as the statutory update as required by the Growth Management Act, per RCW 36.70A.130.  The statutory update is due by June 2023 and will be based on updated regional policies in VISION 2050, updated countywide planning policies, and update Growth Targets.
