SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2016-XXX updates the King County Code Title 46 Traffic Code. Proposed changes to the code as set forth in the proposed ordinance include:

	• 	Repealing the adoption of the Washington Model Traffic Ordinance set forth in Chapter 308-330 WAC
· Requiring drivers approaching a stop sign to stop at the point nearest the intersecting roadway where the driver has a view of approaching traffic;
· Granting the traffic engineer authority to place and maintain traffic control devices as deemed necessary; proposed revised speed limits; and designate school speed zones; 
· Granting authority to the King County road engineer to declare parking meter zones; close county roads temporarily; declare one-way highways; revise speed limits including temporary speed limits;
· Requiring Special Use permit for processions and parades unless exempt; prohibiting a  person from interfering with a parade or procession;
· Prohibiting a person from riding on a portion of a vehicle not intended for the use of passengers;
· Defining parking violations and associated monetary penalties;
· Implementing rules in operating a motorized foot scooter;
· Repealing Chapter 46.10 “No Cruising”;
· Revising the existing traffic violation penalties to be subject to a monetary penalty per the Infraction Rules for Courts of Limited Jurisdiction 6.2;
· Implementing rules regarding impounding vehicles or watercraft; setting administrative impound fee;
· Implementing rules regarding abandoned and stolen or recovered motor vehicles;
· Adding a new chapter  on racing or attending illegal races making the violation a traffic infraction subject to a monetary penalty;
· Establishing user fees, rules, and penalty regarding the public use of electric vehicle charging station stalls on King County owned or leased property; and
· Making it unlawful to operate a vehicle over a King County bridge in violation of posted gross weight limit
