	IAC – Salmon Recovery Funding Board
	Water and Land Resources Division
	$62 Million in state and federal proposed for Biennium
	This program has been cut in the previous biennia.  Will need determination of actual state funding to determine whether reductions are being proposed.
	The Salmon Recovery Funding Board is Washington’s most important source of funding for local salmon recovery efforts. It has supported a large number of habitat acquisition and restoration grants within King County since 1999, many of which have been sponsored by WLRD.  A reduction in funding would cause a corresponding drop in excellent local salmon projects.

	IAC – Washington Wildlife and Recreation Program
	Water and Land Resources Division
	$50 million is proposed for the 2005-07 biennium.  This is an increase over and proposed Governor’s 2003-05 budget
	State funding for the Washington Wildlife and Recreation Program was reduced from $45 million in the 2001-03 to $30 million in the proposed 2003-05 budget.
	The WWRP provides an important source of grant funding for acquisitions of wildlife habitat. Approximately 50% of the total funding in this program is allocated to habitat conservation.  Reducing the total amount of funding available would impact an important tool for local governments to preserve the region’s critical wildlife habitat.

	IAC – Lead Entity program

	SSB5610 should lead to greater grants to lead entities above the current amount.
	WLRD staff responsible for coordinating WRIA 8 and 9 salmon recovery grants through the SRFB are supported in by lead entity grants.  Increases in state lead entity grants would benefit the County’s ability to implement strong salmon habitat projects.

	IAC – Family Forest Fish Blockages Program
	Water and Land Resources Division
	$4.15 million available for grants and projects
	The 2003-2005 budget created a new program to provide grants to private forest owners for fish barrier replacements mandated by the Forest and Fish Act.
	Forest landowners in King County will be eligible for these grants, which will help remove salmon barriers on private land.

	DOE – Watershed Planning
	DNRP/Water Policy/WLRD: Grant dollars for watershed planning (“2514 planning”)
	Proposes $12 million for technical and financial assistance for local watershed planning


	Difference from previous biennia to be determined. Decrease from Governor’s recommendation.
	Ensures continued funding for KC watersheds doing planning under 2514 (WRIA 15, probably WRIA 7.

	DOE – Flood Control Assistance Account Program
	Water and Land Resources Division
	$2.3 million

700K in technical assistance
	$2 million was available in last biennium.  Unclear at this time as to how much of the $2.3 million will be available as grants.
	WLRD administers the local Flood Control Assistance Account program, and relies on these funds for important local flood damage reduction projects and comprehensive flood hazard management planning for King County as well as other jurisdictions within the County.  Reducing the funds available will affect the County’s ability to plan for and prevent flood disasters.  Funding for King County sponsored projects have averaged $200-300K each biennium.

	DOE – Centennial Clean Water Fund
	Water and Land Resources Division
	$38 million is proposed versus $43 million in Governor’s recommendation
	The proposed 2003-05 budget reduced the CCWF to $48 million from 2001-2003 biennium’s $50 million.  This constitutes a further reduction.


	King County’s West Point plant receives a large extended grant payment every year through the CCWF. (Note: its earmark is reduced from $15.1 million in 2001-03 to $7 million – but I’m sure the Wastewater Division staff is addressing that.)  The competitive grant program through CCWF has the potential to be a strong source of funding for WLRD water quality projects.

	DOE – Shoreline Management Grants

	$2 million available. Plus 500K in encumbrances from 2004
	In 2004 $2.0 million was allocated from state general funds for shoreline grants to local governments as required by this year’s shoreline settlement agreement.
	WLRD intends to apply for this money to cover the costs of updating the Shoreline Master Program.

	WLRD watershed stewards have applied to fund aquatic habitat acquisition and restoration projects.  The amount that is ultimately appropriated will affect the number of proposals that are accepted in the current round of funding.
