Subject:  MOTIONS confirming the Executive’s appointments to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee.
Committee Action:  At its February 28, 2006 meeting, the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee voted to forward these proposed motions, as amended, to the full Council with a “do pass substitute consent” recommendation.  Each proposed motion was amended to reflect the correct Council District number for each nominee’s place of employment.  The vote was three ayes, no nos.  

Background:  The King County Emergency Advisory Committee (EMAC) was formed by ordinance in 1999.  The EMAC is composed of 23 representatives of emergency management interests, each interest having one member on the EMAC, except for the Suburban Cities Association, which may have three members.  Pursuant to county code, the scope and charge of the EMAC is to:

· Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;

· Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and

· Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

King County Code provides that EMAC shall have membership between 23 and 26 members.

Summary:  Proposed Motion 2005-0288 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Mark Nunes, who works in Council District One, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing hospitals.  Confirmation of Mr. Nunes’ appointment would be for a three-year term due to expire December 31, 2007.  Mr. Nunes is self-employed.

Proposed Motion 2005-0448 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Eric Holdeman, who works in Council District Six, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing King County government.  Confirmation of Mr. Holdeman’s appointment would be for a partial term due to expire December 31, 2007.  Mr. Holdeman is the Director of the King County Office of Emergency Management.

Proposed Motion 2005-0456 confirms the Executive’s appointment of Scott Somers, who works in Council District Ten, to the King County Emergency Management Advisory Committee, representing the King County Sheriff’s Office.  Confirmation of Chief Somers’ appointment would be for a partial term due to expire December 31, 2007.

Proposed Amendments:
Proposed Motions No. 2005-0288, No. 2005-0448 and No. 2005-0456, as originally introduced, refer to old council districts.  Attached to this staff report are proposed technical and title amendments that will update the council district references in the proposed motions.
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
