Dear Councilmember Phillips:

Enclosed for King County Council review and consideration is an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into an interlocal cooperation agreement with the city of Lake Forest Park for the Chu Property Conservation Futures open space acquisition project, authorized by Ordinance 15555, the first quarter supplemental budget ordinance.  
The Chu property acquisition project was authorized by the King County Council as a replacement project for the Lake Forest Park Wilcox Property acquisition project, which the council created and funded in the 2006 Budget Ordinance, Ordinance 15333.  The Chu property acquisition is a 1.2-acre wooded site located on 28th Avenue Northeast in Lake Forest Park.  It is part of a greenbelt area that contains Lake Forest Park's 15-acre Grace Cole Nature Park, which is located nearby.  The property is part of a multiple-parcel green space area that Lake Forest Park is in the process of preserving to protect riparian habitat on a tributary to McAleer Creek and to provide additional opportunities for passive recreation. 
King County must enter into interlocal agreements with cities before King County Conservation Futures (CFT) funds may be dispersed for city-sponsored projects.  This signature authorization ordinance is necessary for the King County Executive to sign an amendment to the existing interlocal agreement for Conservation Futures with Lake Forest Park, and to subsequently disburse the allocated CFT funds to Lake Forest Park for the Chu Property acquisition project.
