SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2012-0110 makes a technical correction to the process for appointing members to the Citizen Committee on Independent Oversight.

BACKGROUND

On February 28, 2012 the Government Accountability, Oversight and Financial Performance committee was briefed on the Citizen Committee on Independent Oversight.  The briefing focused on the purpose and appointment process for the oversight committee.  Key elements of the briefing included:

· A primary focus of helping increase accountability and public understanding of the misconduct and discipline policies, procedures and practices of the sheriff's office and other issues related to the director of the office of law enforcement oversight's responsibilities;
· The appointment process for the eleven members of the committee.

During the briefing, Councilmembers identified an issue for technical correction to address an extraneous reference in King County Code and directed staff to prepare legislation to address the concern.

ANALYSIS

As identified in February 2012, legal counsel advised that while the Executive could begin nominating members immediately, however, an alternate path could be the amending of K.C.C. 2.36.050 to correct the drafting error.

Proposed Ordinance 2012-0110 corrects the technical error and appears to have no other impacts.
