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SUBJECT:  An ordinance revising the corporate boundary of the city of Covington to include a segment of the SE 272nd Street right-of-way as provided for in RCW 35A.21.210.

BACKGROUND:
Proposed Ordinance 2008-0404 (Attachment 1) would approve a change in the Covington city boundary, transferring a portion of the SE 272nd Street right-of-way from the unincorporated area to the city.  This boundary change, which the City approved earlier this year, will allow the City to carry out road improvements that meet one rather than two jurisdictional standards.
RCW 35A.21.210 authorizes a county and a city to agree to revise any part of the corporate boundary of the city that coincides with the centerline, edge, or any portion of a county road-right-of way by substituting therefore a right-of-way line of the same county road so as fully to include that segment of the county road within the corporate limits of the city.  This type of boundary revision is not subject to a Boundary Review Board and takes effect when it is approved by the city and county councils.

Because this portion of the street is a state route (SR 516), the County does not have any maintenance responsibility for the facility so the boundary change will not result in any road maintenance savings to the County.
