SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2025-0282 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Kyle Wong, who resides in Council District 1, to the King County Waterworks Grant Ranking Committee, as the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee, participant sewer district representative, for the remainder of a three-year term to expire on September 30, 2027.


BACKGROUND 

The WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee develops recommendations for awarding funding to applicants of the WaterWorks grants program. The Council specified membership on the grant ranking committee (Ordinance 18261) to include one technical specialist, three positions representing the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee (MWPAAC), and nine positions representing Council districts, recommended to the Executive by Councilmembers. Members serve three-year terms; appointments are confirmed by the Council.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Kyle Wong, District 1  Proposed Motion 2025-0282 provides for the appointment of Kyle Wong, who resides in District 1, to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee, as the representative of the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee – participant sewer district representative. Mr. Wong works as an Engineering Manager for Sammamish Plateau Water and Sewer District. Mr. Wong reports his work has allowed him to work on numerous projects that enhance water quality and promote sustainable practices. 

Mr. Wong is being appointed for the remainder of a term set to expire on September 30, 2027. 

ANALYSIS

The proposed appointment appears to be consistent with the requirements of the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee.
