Dear Councilmember Phillips:

A proposed supplemental capital budget ordinance for $476,000 is enclosed for your review and consideration that contains a combination of appropriations.  This ordinance makes necessary expenditure and revenue adjustments to two existing projects:  1.  The Tashiro Kaplan building tenant improvements in King County leased space to be sub-leased by 4Culture (also known as the Cultural Development Authority), and  2.  The Joe’s Creek Basin Restoration project, approved in the 2005 Budget Ordinance.  

The Tashiro Kaplan building sub-lease agreement between King County and 4Culture requires $226,000 of additional budget authority to satisfy the King County 50% share of tenant improvement costs.  The agreement ensures July 1, 2005 4Culture occupancy and sub-lease payments for the Tashiro Kaplan space leased by King County.  The requested supplemental budget covers miscellaneous costs such as furniture, fixtures, equipment, relocation, a project contingency reserve and architecture and engineering fees.  The source of revenue backing for this expenditure budget proposal is the Current Expense (CX) Fund.  The budget authority necessary to transfer the CX revenue for this project is proposed in the CIP Fund Transfer section of the January 2005 operating budget omnibus ordinance.
The proposed supplemental ordinance includes a $250,000 REET I fund transfer to the Surface Water Management CIP Fund to provide revenue backing for the Joe’s Creek Basin Restoration project.  The Joe’s Creek Basin Restoration project expenditure budget was included in the 2005 Budget Ordinance.
