The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will move $456,067 from the Current Expense Fund Salary and Wage contingency account and increase the Current Expense Fund transfer to Public Health Emergency Medical Services Division for the 2002 budget.  This supplemental will implement the collective bargaining unit agreement between King County and paramedics represented by the International Association of Fire Fighters, Local 2595, Paramedics. 

Supplemental funding for this agreement comes from reserves set aside in the 2002 CX Salary and Wage contingency account and from the Emergency Medical Services Levy. 

The settlement reached is a product of good-faith bargaining between King County and the Association.  The agreement compares favorably with other settlements and is within our capacity to finance.
