Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit to the Council an ordinance authorizing King County enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Tukwila for transfer of South Central Pool.  I believe this agreement is in the best interests of King County pool users and taxpayers.  

The City has agreed to assume ownership and operation of South Central Pool, which is wholly within the corporate boundaries of the City.  Under the agreement, the County would transfer ownership within 30 days of execution of the proposed interlocal agreement.  

King County and Tukwila have been discussing the possible transfer of the Pool since early 2002, after the County determined that its park budget had to be dramatically reduced to close a projected $52 million shortfall in the 2003 Current Expense budget.  The productive pool discussions provided a positive environment in which the County and City could also discuss a long-standing issue of mutual concern, the South Park Bridge.  Due to its age and condition, planning for its rehabilitation or replacement must begin as soon as possible.  

Concurrent with this pool ordinance, I am forwarding to Council under separate cover an interlocal agreement regarding the South Park Bridge.  The City’s acceptance of ownership of South Central Pool is conditioned upon the County Council’s passage of the South Park Bridge ordinance.  The Tukwila City Council approved the attached interlocal agreement at its November 4, 2002 meeting.
