SUBJECT:   An ordinance authorizing King County to enter into a three-year interlocal cooperation agreement with the City of Renton allowing King County to administer the City’s CDBG entitlement funds for 2003 through 2005.  

BACKGROUND:  Through the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, the federal government makes Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) funds available to both the county and cities in the form of entitlement grants.    The area encompassed by King County and its cities is designated by U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) as an urban county.  The Act directs HUD to distribute to each urban county the annual appropriation of CDBG funds based on the population characteristics of the urban county.  The King County CDBG Consortium was formed through a series of joint agreements between the county and cities receiving entitlements grants.  The City of Renton has participated in the King County CDBG Consortium since 1975.  
The City population now exceeds 50,000.  This population enables the City, independent of the Consortium, to receive and administer a CDBG entitlement grant from HUD beginning in 2003.  However, the Act allows the City the option of having King County continue to administer its CDBG entitlement grant as part of the Consortium. 
The City has chosen to continue participation in the Consortium and has signed the agreement attached to the ordinance.  This agreement is identical in form to agreements that King County has entered into with similar-sized cities (Federal Way and Shoreline) that have also chosen to continue their participation in the Consortium.  

NOTE:  In order to ensure that CDBG funds continue to be available to the City in 2003, the agreement must be signed and submitted to HUD by August 16, 2002.
