SUBJECT:  Authorizing the executive to convey to the city of Redmond four parcels of land for roadway and sidewalk improvements adjacent to West Lake Sammamish Parkway and Northeast Union Hill Road in Council District 3.
COMMITTEE ACTION:  On February 22, 2006, the Transportation Committee approved Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2006-0029 with a “do pass” recommendation, as amended.

BACKGROUND:  
Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2006-0029 authorizes the Executive to transfer four parcels of land to Redmond.  Three parcels are along West Lake Sammamish Parkway where it adjoins Marymoor Park.  The fourth parcel is on NE Union Hill Road next to the Metro Transit vanpool distribution facility.
NE Union Hill Road Parcel

Metro Transit’s vanpool distribution facility is located on NE Union Hill Road in the City of Redmond.  The distribution facility is a 10.08-acre site with paving, a small office, and a vehicle service building.  To carry out a project to improve the sidewalk and a left turn lane, the City needs to acquire approximately 2,431 square feet of land and remove three trees.  A project map is Attachment D to the proposed ordinance.
The total compensation to the public transportation fund will be $20,243, including $19,448 for the land and $795 for the trees.  The property transfer will not affect Metro Transit’s use of the property.

West Lake Sammamish Parkway Parcels

In March 2001, the County and the City entered into an interlocal agreement for the improvement of West Lake Sammamish Parkway from NE 51st Street to Marymoor Way.  The project was to widen a two-lane roadway to include additional lanes, bicycle lanes, and required water quality facilities.  The March 2001 interlocal agreement is Attachment F to the ordinance.
According to the Executive’s transmittal letter, these road improvements have been completed under the terms of the interlocal agreement and a special use permit issued by the County.  The widening of the road requires the City to acquire a strip of land from the Park that is about 2,300 feet long and ranges from 5 to 75 feet in width.  A total of 46,283 square feet, or 1.06 acres, will be purchased by the City.  Another 33,508 square feet, or .77 acres, will be encumbered by permanent sidewalk and utility easements.  A map showing the parcels to be sold and the easements is included in the attachment to the ordinance.

The property has been appraised and just compensation agreed to in the amount of $205,000.  Because Marymoor Park was acquired in part with Forward Thrust levy revenue, a companion ordinance (Proposed Ordinance 2005-0030) will transfer the $205,000 from the Current Expense Fund to the Parks, Recreation and Open Space fund for the purchase of replacement park/recreational property.  This is consistent with the terms of the Forward Thrust levy.
Ordinance Text
As introduced, Proposed Ordinance 2006-0029 authorizes the executive to approve:

· Warranty deeds transferring the West Lake Sammamish parcels to Redmond (Attachment B to the ordinance),
· Utility and right-of-way easements for West Lake Sammamish Parkway (Attachment C to the ordinance), and
· A warranty deed for the NE Union Hill Road parcel (Attachment E to the ordinance). 
The Committee amended Proposed Ordinance 2006-0029 to note that funds received as compensation for the West Lake Sammamish Parkway parcels will be used for parks/recreational facilities to meet Forward Thrust levy covenants.
