Dear Councilmember Gossett:
I am pleased to transmit an ordinance authorizing me to execute the 2011 King County/City of Seattle Interlocal Agreement regarding Public Health–Seattle & King County.  This agreement will allow King County and the City of Seattle to continue providing opportunities for enhanced public health services to the City of Seattle.
Since 1951, the City and the County have worked cooperatively to provide health services to residents.  This agreement updates and supersedes the previously executed 1996 Agreement regarding the Seattle-King County Department of Public Health.  The city’s support has changed over time to its current state where the City provides voluntary contributions to King County for enhanced services to city residents and neighborhoods. 

Under the 2011 agreement, the Public Health Department will continue to be managed by the Director of Public Health-Seattle and King County, who is jointly appointed by the King County Executive and the Mayor of the City of Seattle.  Pursuant to state law RCW 70.05.070, King County will continue to exercise its powers and duties to provide the assessment, protection and promotion of health of all county residents, including residents in the City; therefore the responsibility for core services and administration will continue to rest with the County.  This agreement will have no fiscal impact on the County.
I will be forwarding under separate legislation, technical amendments concerning Public Health-Seattle and King County.  These will include codifying Public Health-Seattle and King County as the official name for Public Health and updating the responsibilities of the department to align with the King County Strategic Plan, Public Health Operational Master Plan, and current practice.
