Dear Councilmember Sullivan:
Enclosed for the Council review and approval, is the 1st Quarter Omnibus Capital Improvement Project Ordinance for 2003.  The ordinance includes technical corrections, provides additional appropriation authority and assigns project numbers to previously approved projects.  

Conservation Futures Levy Subfund (Fund 3151) - $82,500

The Conservation Futures Levy Subfund includes a technical adjustment to budget authority and assigns project numbers.  The supplemental request is a technical correction that adds $82,500 of appropriation authority for the Transfer of Development Rights debt service payment according to a previously approved repayment schedule.

Parks Recreation and Open Space (Fund 3160) - $574,382

The increase in appropriation authority supports the following Parks projects and makes one technical correction:

Parks - IAC Grant Conversion Acquisitions - $275,000 - Provides funds for the acquisition property to replace IAC funded park land purchases which have been converted to purposes ineligible for IAC grant support.

Parks - Trail Links - $200,000 - Funding will be used to purchase property for regional trails where link pieces are necessary to complete or maintain trail continuity.

Correction - $99,382 - This supplemental budget authority offsets a cancellation in the 2003 adopted budget, which unnecessarily duplicated a reduction to current expense transfer authority.

Youth Services Detention Facility Construction (Fund-3190) - $36,929

Youth Services Detention 90 (Fund - 3260) - $28,539

Youth Facility Construction (Fund - 3350) - $90,766

Building Repair and Replacement (Fund - 3951) - $134,387

These supplemental requests are in support of the ongoing Juvenile Justice Operation Master Plan.  The projects in 3350 and 3260 provide transfer authority to support the Juvenile Justice Plan Project in the Building Repair and Replacement Fund (3951).  The budget authority request in Fund 3951 supports operating budget authority included in the 2003 Adopted Budget.  The omnibus budget authority corrects the revenue backing omission from the Executive Proposed Budget.
Housing Opportunity Acquisition (Fund 3220) - ($1,158,878)

This project disappropriation of CIP expenditure budget authority is necessary to balance project budget authority with the revenue backing approved in the 2003 Adopted budget.

Airport Construction (Fund 3380) - ($1,400,000)

A technical correction to the 2003 Adopted Budget is necessary to reverse a double-count of budget authority for the New Flight Control/Landing System project.  In addition, a $250,000 supplemental request for the Terminal Building Remodel project is offset by a project cancellation for a project with excess budget authority.

SWM CIP Non-Bond Subfund (Fund 3292) - $200,000

Funds will provide drainage improvement and reduce flooding at Lakewood Park.

Open Space County Projects (Fund 3521) - $117,000

This provides funding to allow payments of costs incurred with the purchase of the Manke property, associated with the Open Space Linkage program.


Open Space Non-bond County Projects (Fund 3522) - $741,000

The additional appropriation authority will support two acquisition projects, Branson Nearshore Acquisition and the Snoqualmie River Focus Area 7 project.  A reduction of $125,000 to the Dumas Bay Eelgrass project will provide funding to the City of Burien to complete acquisition of the Branson property, an undeveloped parcel with shoreline that is valuable for salmon habitat.  These funds are from interest earnings, were appropriated in 1998 for eelgrass restoration in the City of Federal Way.  That project was never implemented and as a result, the funds will be reprogrammed for the Branson acquisition.  A motion requesting the Council’s approval for the Executive to enter into an interlocal agreement with the City of Burien is being transmitted under separate cover and is necessary to allow the transfer of the Open Space funds to Burien in support of the Branson Property acquisition.

The Snoqualmie River Focus Area 7 project ($441,000) accomplishes the first element of projects 30 and 31 by acquiring habitat adjacent to the Snoqualmie River.  Fifty-two acres are targeted for fee simple acquisition.  An additional 47 acres are targeted for conservation easement acquisition.


Icy Creek - $300,000 - The increase in appropriation authority, also include funds for the acquisition of headwaters to Icy Creek, located adjacent to Green River Gorge State Park.

Public Transportation CIP (Fund 3641) - $1,896,422

The supplemental request supports the restoration of budget authority for the following projects, removed by proviso in the 2003 Adopted Budget:

Move Support Functions - $964,373 - This request restores 2002 and 2003 budget authority to a project that would replace, improve, and expand support functions currently located at Atlantic/Central, including the Transit Police and Service Quality.  The request provides funding for the planning and design of a new structure that would be located adjacent to the new parking garage at the Central/Atlantic base.  A Council proviso limited 2003 budget authority for this project to $50,000 (out of a requested $149,486) pending approval of a report analyzing the potential suitability of existing county buildings to accommodate Transit support functions. This report will be submitted by March 1.  The intent of this request is to expedite further planning and design work, subject to Council approval of the report.

Control Center Replacement - $932,049 - This request provides funding for pre-design and design for the construction of a new facility capable of housing the Transit communication center.  A 2003 Adopted Budget proviso removed 2003 budget authority for this project pending Council approval of a report on alternatives to constructing a new facility to house the Control Center, Transit security, and service quality staff.  This report will be submitted by March 1.  The intent of this request is to expedite the continuation of planning and design work on this project, subject to Council approval of the report.

REET I (Fund 3681) - $795,213

There are two categories of requested supplemental budget authority.  A $179,787 budget authority reduction is requested to balance Real Estate Excise Tax transfers budget authority to the amount of 2003 adopted capital project budget authority in Park funds 3160 and 3490.  This reduction is offset by a $975,000 supplemental budget authority request to provide REET revenue backing for the following projects in this omnibus ordinance:  Lakewood Drainage Improvements ($200,000 in Fund 3292), Icy Creek ($300,000 in Fund 3522), Trail Links and IAC Grant Conversion Acquisitions ($200,000 and $275,000 in Fund 3160). 

REET II (Fund 3682) - $74,394

Supplemental budget authority is requested to balance Real Estate Excise Tax transfers budget authority to the amount of 2003 adopted capital project budget authority in Park funds 3160 and 3490.

Transfer to Development Credit Program (Fund 3691) - ($7,011)

This budget authority cancellation is a technical correction to CIP reconciliation component of the 2003 adopted budget.

OIRM Capital Projects (Fund 3771) - $3,200,000 (LSJ Integration Project)

96 Tech Systems Bond Subfund (Fund 3434) - $641,158

Technology System Bond (Fund 3435) - ($635,496)

98 Technology Construction (Fund 3436) - $1,694

The omnibus ordinance includes budget authority for the proposed Law, Safety and Justice Integration project in the OIRM Capital Project fund.  The proposed scope of the LSJ Integration project has been defined in the alternatives analysis document which has been made available to Council staff of the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee and the Labor Operations and Technology Committee.  The financial plan for the project requires cancellation of excess technology project budget authority and creation of transfer projects to move available fund balance to the OIRM Capital Project fund.  The cancellations and transfer are proposed in technology funds 3434 and 3435.  In addition, there are supplemental requests, which provides funding for the 2003 Finance Rate charged at the fund level.

Agriculture Preservation (Fund 3842) - $540,000

The additional request is in response the USDA awarding King County a grant of $800,000.  The grant provides for matching funds for the purchase of threatened farmland development rights in the various Agriculture Production Districts (APD’s) within King County.  This appropriation increases the budget authority from $260,000 to $800,000 to allow expenditures for the acquisition of threatened [APD] farmland development rights, previously prioritized by the Agriculture Commission and approved by Council.
County Roads Construction (Fund 3860) - ($100,000)

The ordinance would make several adjustments to the County Roads Construction Fund.  It will transfer $5.8 million from the South Park Bridge project to the South 277th Street project.  This transfer allows an acceleration of the South 277th Street project construction budget, so that all construction work can begin in 2003, rather than spread over 2003 and 2004.  The ordinance will also reduce the Intelligent Traffic Management System project by $100,000 to support the Council addition of the Auburn ITS Program.

Wastewater Treatment Capital Improvement Projects (Fund 4616) - $22,000,000

The additional appropriation supports acceleration of the Brightwater Conveyance System project.  Reducing the project in the out years of the six-year plan offsets the budget authority acceleration to 2003.
