Qualifications to be a CEOC Member

1.   A working knowledge of or strong commitment to learn about local or state government elections operations and management.  --  I do have a firm working knowledge of our election process, and a commitment to maintain and strengthen my understanding of that transparent and accountable process.  I have been a registered and practicing voter since I was 21 (as a new USA citizen).  As a former regular campaigner for candidates of either major political parties, as well as for non-partisan campaigns, I appreciated the reliability of our local election system.  I have served as polling place Judge and as Inspector (identified with either party), at several polling locations in King County.
2.  A strong commitment to an accountable, transparent, well-managed and efficient elections operation in King County.  --  I served as co-chair on a King County citizen committee which oversaw, monitored, and tested the King County conversion to punch card voting (in 1970’s).  The committee Chair was a science professor at the University of Washington.  The Committee monitored the computer program definitions, vendor selection, development and testing, and the administrative implementation process and tests.  At the initial election use the Committee monitored the process in the field polling places as well as the central Election staff verifying punch cards and the computer tallying process.  Subsequently I was often involved in the election process as a Polling Place Judge, Inspector, or observer.  I have had a close observation of the very substantial improvements in the processes, the auditability, and the transparency of the King County Elections.  

In the more recent years my observation has been with interest and admiration of the conversion to mail-in balloting.  From my vantage point it looks successful. 

3.  A willingness to commit the time necessary to attend committee meetings and activities such as observing elections.  --  As a Boeing  Company executive I often served on King County, City, School District, or State committees or task groups and am aware of the time commitments.  Now retired, I have more time available to carry out committee time needs.
4.  Except for the member representing the Washington State Association of Auditors, a nominee or appointee to the committee shall not hold elective public office or be a candidate for election to public office, other than as a precinct committee officer. (Do you hold an elective office?)  --  I do not hold a public office, nor am I a candidate.
5.  For members that represent the Chinese- and Vietnamese-speaking communities it is highly desirable to be able to read the respective language and to demonstrate strong ties to their respective communities.  --  Not applicable.
