SUBJECT

A motion confirming the executive's appointment of Tim Crosby to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.

BACKGROUND

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee ("SWAC") was established in 1984 (KCC 10.28) to advise and make recommendations to the County Executive and Council relating to:

· all aspects of solid waste management planning
· the development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management 

· solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption.

The Solid Waste Advisory Committee is composed of at least nine and not more than twenty members.  Membership is comprised of a County-wide group of citizens who represent public interest groups, businesses, the waste management industry and local elected public officials.

KING COUNTY SOLID WASTE ADVISORY COMMITTEE CANDIDATE

Candidate Tim Crosby:  Mr. Crosby works in Kirkland (District 3) as Director of Operations for Waste Management.  He lives in Mill Creek. He previously was the Sanitation Supervisor for the City of Sedro Woolley.  He is a former member of the Sedro Woolley City Council, and the Sedro-Woolley Planning Commission, as well as the Skagit County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.  

Mr. Crosby’s appointment is for a partial term to expire on September 30, 2010.  He is being appointed as the waste management industry representative.
