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SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2014-0100 relating to the task force on youth and confirming the executive’s appointments of its member as called for by Ordinance 17738.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Motion 2014-0100 would establish the Youth Action Plan task force and confirm the Executive’s 22 appointments to the Youth Action Plan task force as called for by Ordinance 17738. 

BACKGROUND:

The Council approved Ordinance 17738 on January 21, 2014, calling for a task force to develop a proposed Youth Action Plan to be submitted to the Council and Executive in April, 2015. 

The purpose of the Youth Action Plan task force is to develop a proposed Youth Action Plan for submittal to the Executive and Council. The document will contain advice and recommendations for King County policymakers on key questions relating to children, youth and young adults, including the investment of over $75 million in funds to services and programs serving infants, children, youth, and young adults in King County. Since the cessation of the Children and Family Commission in 2011 due to budget challenges, there has been no formal body comprised of youth and system experts and community members to advise the Executive and Council on matters relating to youth and children. 
Attachment 3 outlines the questions and issues that the task force will address during their work together.

ANALYSIS:

Proposed Motion 2014-0100 establishes the Youth Action Plan task force and confirms the slate of 22 individuals appointed by the Executive to the task force. Ordinance 17738 requires that the Executive appoint and the Council confirm 22 members of the task force. As outlined in Ordinance 17738, 
Each member of the task force shall have substantial experience and expertise relevant to children and youth matters and shall have an ability and willingness to attend meetings and participate effectively as a member of the task force.  The executive and council shall ensure that diversity of views and experiences are reflected in the appointment of task force members.  
Executive and Council staff worked collaboratively with each other and community members to identify a diverse group with varying perspectives and experiences to meet the requirements of Ordinance 17338. The following table identifies each seat and the individual named to it:
