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SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2013-0493 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Hollis Wong-Wear to the 4Culture (Cultural Development Authority) Board of Directors.

BACKGROUND

Ordinance 14482 established the Cultural Development Authority of King County, known as 4Culture, to administer the County’s arts and heritage programs funded by hotel-motel tax revenues and the Public Art (1% for Art) Program. Ordinance 14482 established a 15-member Board of Directors to govern 4Culture. Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidate Hollis Wong-Wear. Ms. Wong-Wear lives in Seattle in District 2. She is a poet, spoken word artist, vocalist, musician, actress, and producer. 

As part of the rap duo Canary Sing, Ms. Wong-Wear has collaborated with a number of local artists, including Macklemore and Ryan Lewis. She performed on two of the tracks on Macklemore and Lewis’ album The Heist: she wrote the hook for Wings and sang on White Walls. She also co-produced the videos for Wings and Thrift Shop, which has nearly 2.7 million views on YouTube. Ms. Wong-Wear is also a member of the band The Flavr Blue, which performs around the region and has more than 100,000 views for its single, FxF. She is also a member of the R&B band The Heartfelts. As an actor, she performed at ACT in These Streets in early 2013.

Ms. Wong-Wear credits the program Youth Speaks with nurturing her as a writer when she was in high school. As an adult, she volunteers with Youth Speaks Seattle, which is a program of Arts Corps. She tutors students in writing, SAT/ACT test preparation, and general enrichment.

Ms. Wong-Wear has a Bachelor of Arts in History from Seattle University, which she attended as a recipient of the Sullivan Leadership Award, a four-year scholarship.
