SUBJECT

Proposed Motions 2023-0271 and 2023-0272 would confirm the appointment of Cynthia Hickey for a partial term expiring September 30, 2023, and a full three-year term expiring September 30, 2026, to the King County Waterworks Grant Ranking Committee, as the District Two representative. 

BACKGROUND

The Council has provided direction for the WaterWorks water quality grants program by establishing a grants ranking committee to develop recommendations for award of funding to applicant water quality improvement projects, and by establishing criteria for selection of projects (Ordinance 18031). Council specified membership on the grant ranking committee (Ordinance 18261) to include one technical specialist, three positions representing the Metropolitan Water Pollution Abatement Advisory Committee (MWPAAC), and nine positions representing Council districts, recommended to the Executive by Councilmembers. Members serve three-year terms; appointments are confirmed by the Council.

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Cynthia Hickey, District 2.  Proposed Motions 2023-0271 and 2023-0272 would appoint Cynthia Hickey, who resides in District 2, to the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee, as a representative of Council District Two.  

Ms. Hickey has thirty years of experience working to improve clean water, wastewater, and stormwater in King County.  She has experience in both writing and reviewing grant applications for environmental projects. Ms. Hickey’s application notes she has worked in water quality while serving in the following positions:

· The Shoreline Inspector for the City of Seattle,
· A Senior Industrial Waste Investigator for Metro/King County, and
· The Source Control Program Manager for King County Stormwater Services. 

Ms. Hickey reports she is intimately familiar with local waterways both personally and professionally, having served as flood patroller and a team captain for the King County Flood Warning Program.

Ms. Hickey is being appointed for a partial term expiring September 30, 2023, and a full three-year term expiring September 30, 2026. 

ANALYSIS

The proposed appointment appears to be consistent with the requirements of the WaterWorks Grant Ranking Committee.
